Comenius Project trip to Turkey

Please ensure that your child has a labelled water bottle in school. We are all aware of the need to stay hydrated and we know the system works well if your child has a water bottle and therefore access to water at any time of the school day.  Water bottles also avoid the otherwise inevitable queues at the drinking fountains, particularly after lunch.
