Analysis of KS2 Test Results: 
English: 78'7'0 =Level 4 and above includes 22'7'0 Level 5 (increase of 17'7'0 from 2009) 
Writing: 55'7'0 =Level 4 and above (increase of 14'7'0 from 2009) includes 12'7'0 Level 5 (increase of 12'7'0 from 
2009) 
Reading: 84'7'0 =Level 4 and above includes 53'7'0 Level 5 (increase of 5'7'0 from 2009) 
Moths: 75'7'0 =Level 4 and above (increase of 4'7'0 from 2009) includes 29'7'0 Level 5 (increase of 13'7'0 from 
2009) 
School Aims: 

•	 to increase numbers of children achieving L5 in both English and Maths. There has been encouraging 
progress towards this aim in reading, writing and maths. 

•	 to improve numbers of children achieving L4 plus in writing. There is a big improvement here both 
within the test situation and within Teacher Assessment. This remains a school focus for 
improvement in 2010-2011. 

•	 To maintain standards in reading. Standards in reading have remained high, with over half of the 
year group achieving above age related expectations.
