If your child displays such symptoms at school first, we will inform you immediately and ask you to come and 
collect your child. It is essential that everybody sticks rigidly to the 48 hour rule (following the last bout of 
the symptoms) and that children are fully fit before returning to school even if more than 48 hours has 
passed. Please do not be exasperated with the office staff if we send')(oor child home. We appreciate 
parents have jobs to go to; it is done for the good health of your child and
